Ohio BBS Memo - Storm Shelter Moratorium 
Update 
 
The Board of Building Standards has updated 
its BBS Memo regarding the moratorium for 
storm shelters in Group E occupancies to in-
clude the following: 
 
December 2022 Update:  The moratorium in 
R.C. 3781.1010 which prohibited the Board’s 
rules from requiring the installation of a storm 
shelter in any school building operated by a 
public or private school expired on November 
30, 2022.  The moratorium also expired for any 
school building undergoing or about to undergo 
construction, alteration, repair, or maintenance 
unless “financing has been secured” prior to No-
vember 30, 2022. The Ohio Attorney General 
issued Opinion 2019-027 in response to the 
Board’s request for guidance on the meaning of 
“financing has been secured” in R.C. 
3781.1010.  The Opinion is available here

Ohio BBS Memo - Definition of a Registered 
Design Professional 
 
The Board was recently requested to provide 
clarification to the definition of registered design 
professional in the Ohio Building Code. Current-
ly, the code defines registered design profes-
sional as “Any architect holding a certificate is-
sued under sections 4703.10 and 4703.36 of 
the Revised Code or any engineer holding a 
certificate issued under section 4733.14 of the 
Revised Code.”  
  
Revised Code § 4703.10 addresses the certifi-
cate to practice architecture issued by the State 
Board of Examiners of Architects while § 
4703.36 addresses the registration of landscape 
architects with the Ohio Landscape Architects 
Board. Finally, Revised Code § 4733.14 ad-

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dresses registration of professional engineers 
by the State Board of Registration for Profes-
sional Engineers and Surveyors.  The scope of 
practice of these professions are regulated 
through their respective Boards, and certified 
building department personnel should not reject 
construction documents solely based on ques-
tions regarding use or appearance of a profes-
sional seal or scope of practice. These matters 
and all others involving regulation of the profes-
sion should be referred to the appropriate regis-
tration Board.  
  
Ohio Building Code (OBC) § 106.2.1 requires 
construction documents bear the seal of a reg-
istered design professional, but there are im-
portant exceptions to this requirement.  Please 
review these exceptions to remind yourself of 
these options afforded an owner particularly 
those projects that do not involve technical de-
sign analysis as defined in this section. If a seal 
of a registered design professional is required 
on construction documents, then building de-
partment personnel should verify that the per-
son is in fact registered by the appropriate reg-
istration Board. This can be done  
through Ohio eLicense Look-Up. Discrepancies 
should be reported to the appropriate registra-
tion Board and included in an adjudication order 
per OBC § 109 like any other item of non-
compliance.  
  
Additionally, if a seal of a registered design pro-
fessional is required on construction docu-
ments, then any profession discussed above 
may submit sealed documents. To provide this 
clarification, the following revision to the defini-
tion of registered design professional has been 
approved by the Board for incorporation into the 
code in the next update:  
  
REGISTERED DESIGN PROFESSIONAL. Any 
architect holding a certificate issued under sec-
tions section 4703.10 and of the Revised Code, 
any landscape architect holding a certificate is-
sued under section 4703.36 of the Revised 
Code, or any engineer holding a certificate is-
sued under section 4733.14 of the Revised 
Code.
